Reiner was
father of Johannes Kuster, bornin 1576. Johannes married
Walburgisin 1598 and died April 8, 1650. They were the parents of
Arnold, born about 1606. Arnold married Catherine von Haeren (a ur
which can be spelled asan "a" with two dots over it or as"ae", but ust
an ain English records)) on October
13, 1629, and died November 24, 1679. Arnold and Catharine were
mentioned earlier in connection with the baptism of Margarita Doors.
Each of Arnold's sons named his first-born son after him. Emigrant
Paulus Kuster was the son of Arnold and Catharine. The birth date fo
Paulus cannot be determined because the baptismal records of the
