1. Nathaniel Piper ancestor of Elisha Piper, and so far as Horace was able to ascertain, of nearly; all the
Pipersin this country were born in England, probably about 1630. He emigrated from Dartmouth, in Devonshire,
and settled in Ipswich, Mass., asafarmer. James Savage, in his Genealogical Dictionary, represents him as being
herein 1665. Solomon Piper, author of the Genealogy of the Family of Solomon Piper, says, "He drew a share
and a half in Plum Island in 1665, and was an early inhabitant of Ipswich, Mass." Rev. AsaPiper, of Wakefield,
N.B., in his genealogical record, says. "He emigrated from England to this country during the Revolution in the
days of Charlesthe First," under Oliver Cromwill, which could not have been later than 1658. William T. Piper,
in arecent search of the Ipswich records, now in the Essex County Registry of Deeds, finds, Book 11, page. 251, a
deed of marsh land on Jaffrey's Neck, Ipswich from Andrew Hodges to Nathaniel Piper, dated March 18,1662.
Also, in the Suffolk County Registry of Deeds, Book |, page. 330, adeed from Martyn Stebens, of Boston, Mass,,
To Wm. Bartholomew, of Ipswich, dated Dec. 15,1653, and witnessed by Nathaniel Piper, which seemsto prove
conclusively that he came to this country as early as Dec. 15,1653. He married Sarah Edwards, and died in 1676,
in Ipswich. Hiswill, acopy of which is given in this book, and recorded in the I pswich records, is dated March
7,1675, and was proved, Sept. 26,1676. After his decease hiswife married Ezekiel Woodward, of Wenham,
Mass., a carpenter. She was living in Wenham in 1696, and probably died there, but no record of the time of her
death can be found. Her second husband, Ezekiel Woodward, died Jan. 29,1698, in Wenham.

This name was spelled in early days Pyper. History states that Nathaniel Piper first operated a trading ship
between I pswich and other Bay Colonies, as shown in a"trail," "Nath Pyper versus John Keene," held at | pswich,
in 1673. History states that nearly all the Pypersin this country emigrated from Dartmouth in Devonshire,
England, and settled in I pswich.

Solomon Pyper drew a sharein Plum Island in 1665. He emigrated to America during the Revolution, in the
days of Charlesthe First, under Oliver Cromwill(as old records).

Nathaniel Pyper and his wife had twelve children.

NOTES FROM GENEALOGY OF ELISHA PIPER OF PARSONSFIELD, ME

The name Piper is quite common in England. Burke, in his"General Armory of England, Scotland, Ireland
and Wales, mentions, in the last edition (1878), seven families of that name, residing in different counties, which
have been permitted, by the Sovereign of Great Britain, to bear a coat of arms. The family with which we are
especially interested resides in Devonshire, from which county Nathaniel Piper emigrated to this country, Itis
called the Culliton House, or family, from the town of Culliton in which the estate is located, being a few miles
east of Exeter. The estate was purchased of Sir John De La Pole, baronet of Shute, by John Piper, Esq. The
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family tracesits lineage from Magus Piper of Neustadt, in Holstein, formerly a part of Saxony, whose ancestors
were from Lubeck. The coat of Arms borne by the Culliton family is described by Burke as follows: "Quarterly,
embattled gold and ermine, over all an eagle displayed sable, quartering azure, two chevrons gold." The motto is
FEROCI FORTIOR, or, MORE BRAVE THAN FIERCE.

John Piper, Esg., was born in 1740, and was a Captain in the 6th Regiment of Infantry. He was destined at an
early age for the military profession, and sent to Berlin where he completed a scientific and military course of
study. In 1757, he entered the army, and fought the battle of Minden in Prussia, where he was wounded through
both legs. He afterward served in the West Indies, participating in the capture of Martinique. He also served in
America, to which he came in the 25th Regiment, in 1769, and was appointed to the staff. While in this country,
he married Frances Ayrault, second daughter and co-heiress of Stephen Ayrualt, Esg., of Newport, Rhode Island,
the only remaining representative of a distinguished and opulent Huguenot family. He returned from this country
to England with hiswifein 1782, and retired from military lifein 1788, to the Culliton estate, where he lived with
hisfamily till his death in 1802.

He had by his wife, Frances, three sons: 1st, John, born in 1783. He was knighted with the title of C.B., and
was Colonel in the 4th or King's Own Regiment of Infantry. He served in Canada, Holland, Denmark, Flanders,
Spain, Portugal, France, and the West Indies; and finally fell a sacrifice to the pernicious effects of climate, in
1821, in the thirty-eighth year of his age, his death being hastened by exhaustion from the last and amost mortal
wound which he received in the vertebrae of the neck, in the neighborhood of Bayonne, in November 1813. 2nd
Samuel Ayrault Piper, bornin 1787. He was Surgeon of the 30th Regiment of his Majesty's troops. 3re, Robert
Sloper Piper, born 1790. He was Major of the Corps of Royal Engineers, and served in six campaigns under the
Duke of Wellington, in Spain, France, and Flanders. He was also Commanding Engineer in the Canadian
Province during the insurrection in 1817 and 1818. He retired on full pay, as Lieut. Colonel. (most of the facts
here related of the Culliton family have been taken from "Burk's General Armory," and his "Genealogical and
Heraldic Dictionary of the Land Gentry of Great Britain and Ireland.")

Horace had not been able to ascertain whether Nathaniel Piper isrelated to this family or not, but the fact that
it resides in the same county from which he emigrated to this country, and that the names, John and Samudl, are
found in both families, have been retained as favorite namesin a large number of the families of descendants of
Nathaniel Piper, rendersit possible that both families are descended from the same common ancestor, Magus
Piper of Holstein. There is no doubt, however, that both are of Saxon or Anglo-Saxon origin.

Captain Nathaniel Piper was an experienced sea-faring man, and operated a trading ship between Ipswich and
other Bay Colonies. Thisisshownina"tria", Nath Pyper versus John Keene," held in Ipswich, in 1673.

Nathaniel was only fifty years of age when he died in Ipswich.

Thomas probably lived in Wenham before and during his early married life. He went to Portsmouth
doubtless in Greenland Parish, New Hampshire, soon after 1701. thiswas two years before Greenland Parish was
incorporated as atown in 1703.

The abstract of a Provincial deed shows on February 10, 1718-19 Andrew Wiggin, tanner of Stratham, Hew
Hampshire conveyed to Thomas Piper of Portsmouth sixty acres of land. This tract was within the town of
Stratham, near Vesey's Mill on the Winicut River near the Stratham-Greenland border. At thistime Thomas
probably moved from Portsmouth to this acreage in Stratham, and made his home on it, a yeoman, the remainder
of hislife.

On January 16, 1721 when Thomas Piper was nearly 55 years of age, he deeded to his oldest son Thomas
Piper Jr. , thirty acres of land on condition that he pay one-half the charges of maintenance of his father and
mother during their natural lives. On the same day he conveyed to his other son Nathaniel Piper, thirty acres of
land in Stratham, the balance of his total of sixty acres, on the same condition. He signed both deals with his
mark.

In 1723 he, with Samuel Smith and John Darby, leased the
farm at Ipswich known as New Marsh Farm of 1200 acres belonging to the heirs of Nathaniel Saltonstall of
Haverhill. 1n 1731 he moved to Concord where on March 6, 1731, he bought the farm of Thomas Wheeler, Sr.,
and Thomas Whedler, Jr., in the southwesterly part of the town for "1200 pounds passable money." On the same
day he aso bought other land of Robert Cimmins and on October 6 he bought 80 acresif Rebecca Prescott,
widow of Jonathan Prescott, for 100 pounds. Other real estate was afterwards purchased. Hiswill, dated Feb. 15,
1749, was settled by his son Joseph without being entered in Probate Court

Hisfirst wife was Sarah Leach who died in Ipswich, may 6, 1700. His second wife was Alice Darby, of
Beverly, to whom he was published, September 21, 1700, four months after the death of his first wife, and who
died in Concord, April 23, 1758.

According to the Exeter, New Hampshire Probate Records, Nathaniel Piper married Hannah (doubtless Goss). |
have not been able to find absolute proof that Hannah family name was Goss, although circumstances point to that
fact.

Nathaniel Piper israted a"yeoman," but he also appears to have been a prominent business man in Stratham.
Beginning about 1730 for forty years he bought and sold farm lands in various towns in Rockingham County,
New Hampshire. He held some town offices including those of surveyor of highways,constable and selectman.
On August 24, 1769 Nathaniel conveyed to his youngest son, Nathan Piper atract of land and buildingsin
Pembroke,New Hampshire. At that time Nathan had just passed his eighteenth birthday. Real estate then and
now can be transferred to a minor, but a minor cannot, without a guardian, mortgage or transfer property.

In June, 1770 an indictment was brought against Hannah Piper,wife of Nathaniel Piper ;of Stratham in the Court
of General Sessions held at Portsmouth, New Hampshire. An exact copy follows:

Possiblely through Quaker influence, together with other members of the Piper family, Nathaniel refused to sign
the Associated Test taken at Stratham, New Hampshire, September 3,1776.

Nathaniel Piper died November 26, 1778 in Stratham, On January 12, 1779 his son Nathan of Pembroke, New
Hampshire was appointed administrator of his estate. Before his decease severa of his sons had settled in
Pembroke then called "Suncook." Soon after her Husbands death, Hannah, it appears, also went to Pembroke to
live with her children.

Notesfor . NATHAN PIPER:

There has been much confusion relative to his Christian name "Nathan" Publication and Geneal ogists have
repeatedly referred to the names "Nathan" and "Nathaniel" interchangeably and indefinitely. There should be no
doubt as to the given name of Nathan Piper. His father and his mother always called him "Nathan". When he
was aboy he waslisted as "Nathan" Asasoldier in the Revolutionary we was listed as "Nathan" and his Bible
record written by himself in "Nathan." One of his sons was named "Nathan" and another son was "Nathaniel"
consequently he discriminated between the names. It is known he always signed his name as "Nathan," never
"Nathaniel."

When Nathan was a youth of 16 yearsin 1767 he was a Private in the Ninth Foot Company in the First Regiment
in New Hampshire, belonging to Stratham. Andrew Wiggin was Captain of the Stratham Company. There were
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four officers, nine non-commissioned officers and eighty-two privates in the company Nathan's older brother
Benjamin was also a Private in the company as well as several cousins.

Shortly after the outbreak of the Revolutionary War Nathan enlisted as a Private in Captain Mark Wiggin's
Company of New Hampshire Troops. On September 1m 1775 the Provincial Congress of New Hampshire voted
to raise four regiments of minutemen from the several regiments of militia. The men were to be enlisted for four
months, then others were to take their places. Captain Wiggin's Company was probably in the Leh First Regiment
commanded by Colonel Joshua Wingate of Stratham.

This company was stationed on Pierce's Island to guard Pisatagua Harbor, one of several points under guard. By
the middle of September, 1775 fort Washington on Pierce's Iland was being built to prevent the town of
Portsmouth from being attacked by British war ships which were numerous also that coast. Nathan Piper's name
appears on areturn of the company on Pierce's Island, dated November 5, 1775. Neither the date of his entry into
the service or the date of his exact period of serviceis Unkown. Nathan's brother-in-law, Israel Stockbridge, the
same age as Nathan was also a Private in this company. A part of Fort Washington (1952) is still in existence on
Pierce'slsland, Therewere severd
other forts by the same name in various parts of the Colonies.

After serving as a soldier and without giving a reason, Nathan refused to sign the Associated Test at Stratham,
September 3, 1776. It appears Hannah's family were Quakers, and Nathan, if not a Quaker, may have been
somewhat under Quaker influence. Hannah's brother, Isreal Stockbridge, a soldier with Nathan and a close
companion, did sign. Some signed "friend" after their names. There are instances of men who refused to sign,
but actually served later as soldiers.

After Nathan and Hannah were married they continued to live in Stratham until about 1778 when they moved to
Pembroke (then called Suncook) New Hampshire. Nathan was a yeoman, a stockman and a shrewd land-trader.

In July, 1790 aroad was laid out past several farmsin Pembroke. All the land owners except Nathan Piper gave
theright of way. The town voted a portion the the seventh range way to him as compensation.

According to the United States census of 1790, Nathan had three sons under 16 years of age, and seven femalesin
hisfamily. His Bible records four sons at that time.

On March 5, 1792 he was living on his farm in Pembroke. Four years later he had moved to Hopkinton, New
Hampshire, which was his home the remainder of hislife. Aninventory of Nathan Piper's real and personal state
was taken at Hopkinton under date of March 7, 1796. Thiswould seem to be the first time his mane appeared of
the Hopkinton Tax List.

Soon after settling in Hopkinton he was sworn in as Surveyor of Highways, April 6, 1797. In 1779 and 1783 he
had filled the same position in Pembroke.

Nathan Piper's Bible in his own hand, records his birth in 1751, and the births and deaths of his children to shortly
before his death in 1829. The Bible had recently been deposited with the Oregon Historical Society.

Notes for HANNAH STOCKBRIDGE:

Hannah (Stockbridge) Piper died May 20, 1824 in Hopkinton. She was buried in the Stumpfield Cemetery about
three miles from the village. The slate stone dab at the head of her grave in 1948, was dark with age and the
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epitaph was so weathered it was read with difficulty. White marble slabsin good condition for her son Benjamin
and his wife, Sarah Currier were standing in the same row. There may have been other gravesin the row, as there
was ample space.

When Hannah died Nathan was 73 years of age. He had outlived all his seven sons except John and James.
According to the custom at that time, having reached advanced years, Nathan began turning his property over to
his Children. Nathan Piper died December 25, 1829 in Hopkinton. He was buried beside hiswifein the
Stumpfield Cemetery, Hopkinton.

After he married hisfirst wife he lived about five yearsin Stratham, and then purchased afarm in Wakefield,
New Hampshire, located not far from Province Pond. He removed there in the spring of 1772, and remained
nearly nine years. The farm proving frosty and his prospects for supporting his family on such land being very
discouraging, he resolved to sell, and find a home in amore favorable locality. He directed his course to
Parsonsfield, then called Parsonstown, in the province of Maine, at that time belonging to Massachusetts. He first
purchased lot No. 25, in the second range, of Benjamin Hilton, of Parsonsfield, for one hundred and twenty-five
pounds, the deed being dated November 5, 1778, and on thislot he settled. He subsequently purchased five other
lots,-lot No. 171, in the tenth range of Alpheus Spring, of Kittery, Me., for five pounds, deed dated November 28,
1785, lot No. 51, in the third range, of John Brown, of Parsonsfield, for five hundred dollars, deed dated May 13,
1790; lot No. 13, in the first range, which was atax sale, for six shillings and two pence, deed dated June 27,
1791; lot No. 88, in the fifth range, of Chase Wiggin, of Stratham, NEW HAMPSHIRE, for forty-five pounds,
deed dated February 15, 1793; lot No. 50, in third range, which | do not find recorded in the County Registry of
Deeds, athough it is probably there. (The value of a pound at that time was about three dollars, thirty-three and
one-third cents.) It now forms alarge part of the old homestead.

In June 1779, the next year after hisfirst purchase, he went from Wakefield to Parsonsfield built him alog
camp, covered with hemlock bark, felled several acres of trees, and then returned to his family in Wakefield. In
March of the next year, 1780, he went back to Parsonsfield. As there were no roads passable for teams at that
season of the year, he hauled his camp furniture, consisting of a bed and some cooking utensils, on a hand-sled,
over Ricker's Mountain, on the crust. Thiswas a great hardship, and he was obliged to get some assistance in his
passage over the mountain. Before the time arrived for burning the trees, felled the preceding season, he was
employed in preparing materials for building alog-house for hisfamily. He burned the treesin May, and planted
the ground with corn and such other crops as would be needed for the support of hisfamily the next winter. His
planting was all completed before the nineteenth of May, which was the famous DARK DAY of 1780, of which |
have heard him speak with much earnestness, as being a very wonderful phenomenon. (The darkness began about
ten o'clock in the forenoon, and continued about fourteen hours. 1t was so great that candles had to be lighted,
common print could not be read, fowls retired to their roost, and cattle returned to the barn. Its cause has never
been satisfactorily explained. It was not an eclipse. Meteorologists think it was caused by a very dense vapor,
charged perhaps with foreign matter. The theory that smoke, in connection with vapor, was the Cause has been
more favorable received than any other. See an interesting account of it in awork entitled, "Our First Century".)
On that day he was helping his neighbor, George Bickford, finish planting his corn. After his crops had been
harvested and his log-house completed, he returned to Wakefield to remove his family, consisting of hiswife and
six small children. He moved with an ox-team on the snow, late in the year 1780- probably in December, as the
day is represented as having been bitter cold-the coldest that winter. The suffering of the little children must have
been severe, but such exposures often occur in pioneer life.
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He had now settled down in a permanent home, and was about to enter upon a career of prosperity unknown
to him before. He was thirty-two years of age when he purchased hisfarm in 1778, and his wife about two years
younger, both being full of energy and hope, and ambitious of success. Farming was a businessin which he
delighted, and he pursued it successfully and scientifically, although he had never received any instruction in
scientific farming. Hisland wasfertile, and free from frost; and his crops were abundant. The log-house was
succeeded, in afew years, by aneat one-story frame-house, and finally about 1812 a story was added to this, and
the whole neatly finished and painted. It istill standing, and is occupied by his great-grandson, Samuel Fullerton-
(7) Piper. Thelower story is nearly or quite a hundred years old.

To each of two of his sons he gave afarm, and assisted the others in purchasing farms for themselves. To
each of his daughters he gave the usual sum, at that time, of one hundred dollars, as her marriage portion. He
always kept money by him, usually not less than one hundred dollars; and sometimes | have know him to have
five hundred, derived from the sale of stock and farm products. He did not permit any of his neighborsto bein
advance of him in hisfarm work, or surpass him in their farm products. His farm stock was of the best breeds and
carefully selected; and having a good pasturage, and being fed in winter on hay of the best quality, it was
unsurpassed, in size and beauty, by any in thetown. It therefore sold for the highest market prices. He kept one
hired man through the year, and in the haying season, one additional, and sometimes two, if needed to secure the
crop at the best time for cutting it; so that his haying was generally finished by the end of July or the first week in
August; and his hay was of the choicest kind. In 1796 he paid the largest tax of any man in the town, and was
always among the largest tax-payers.

Hisfirst wife was alarge woman, with dark hair and black eyes. She was the mother of ten children, five sons
and five daughters, all of whom lived to be married, and have families; and three of them lived to be over eighty
years of age. His other two wives were also large women, and all of them managed their household affairs with
economy and ability. In person he was of medium size, quick and active, and of the pure Anglo-Saxon type. He
was prompt in all his business transactions and private duties, and never omitted to as a blessing at thetable. To
the needy he was kind and benevolent, and none ever went away from his house hungry. He died of old age
March 10, 1836, in Parsonsfield where he had always lived after leaving Wakefield, NEW HAMPSHIRE

Solomon Piper, the immigrant of this family to Dublin, was born at Concord, Mass, Oct. 20, 1754, and died
in Dublin, Dec. 20, 1827. He was the son of Joseph and Ester (Wright) Piper and traced his ancestry from
Nathaniel (1) Piper, who came from England and settled at |pswich, Mass., where he died in 1676, through
Jonathan (2) (died at Concord, May 11, 1752) to Joseph (3) his father. His mother was the daughter of Henry
Wright of Westford, Mass. he married September 28, 1788, to Susanna Pratt, born at Greenwich, Mass., Nov. 3,
1768; died in Dublin June 27, 1844 daughter of Rufus Pratt, who died in the army of the Revolution.

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married Nancy Chevers May 23,1793. After his marriage he settled in Hampden, Me., and was engaged in ship-
building in company with another man, in 1814, when the British, on the third of Sept. of that year, made an
attack on the town, pillaged the houses and stores, and burned several vessels which werein course of
construction, one of which belonged to him and his partner. After a battle of one hour the British were victorious
and according to "Coolidge and Mansfield's History of New England,” carried away to Castine, Me., about eighty
of the citizens as prisoners of war, of whom he was one; only fifty-seven appear of the parole. They were,
however, soon released on the condition that the selectmen of Hampden should pay one thousand dollarsas a
ransom; but the war soon closing, and the treaty of peace having been ratified at Washington February. 17,1815,
the money was never paid. A copy of the parole of the prisonersis now in the possession of his grand-daughter,
Mrs. Mary T. (Jemegan) McGill of Amelia, Ohio, who has had the kindness to furnish me acopy! The great loss
of property occasioned by the destruction of his vessel, and the complete prostration of business at the close of
the war, in connection with the cold years of 1815 and 1816, caused his financial ruin, and he resolved to
emigrate to the West, and try hisfortune there. Sometimein 1817 he went to Ohio, and settled in New
Richmond, Clermont County. After remaining there ayear, and making the necessary preparations, his son-in-
law, Hiram Harding, in 1818, moved his family and his own, consisting of ten personsin all, to that place,
traveling all that long and tedious journey of twelve hundred miles in awagon covered with canvas, and drew by
two horses. In many places the roads were so soft and muddy that all except the smallest children, were obliged
to walk many amile on foot. They all, however, arrived safely. Helived in New Richmond about eleven years,
or till 1828, and was engaged in farming and brick-making, and made the first bricks ever made in New
Richmond. He removed from this place to Cincinnati, and carried on brick-making there for three years, when he
purchased afarm at Pleasant Hill, a place about four miles from Amelia, Ohio, and pursued the business of
farming about six years, and made considerable money. He then sold this farm, and purchased another in Amelia,
to which he removed and continued the business of farming till his death, which occurred at that place December
10, 1861, at the age of almost ninety years. Hiswife died September 27, 1852, in Amelia. He was a man of high
integrity, and respected by those who knew him. In person he was tall and erect, being fully six feet in height, and
capable of great endurance. He visited his early home in Parsonsfield, in 1826, which was the only time after he
went to Ohio. Notwithstanding his reverses he made life a success, and accumulated a good property which, at
his death, was equally divided among his children. During the summer of 1816 there was akilling frost in Maine
every month, which has never happened since. General Chamberlain, in hiswork, "Maine: Her Place in History,"
saysthat in 1815 and 1816 "the State lost fifteen thousand of her most energetic people. This great exodus was
sometimes called the Ohio fever.

There has been some doubt about this name but it is recorded in the marriage records of the town of
Parsonsfield, Me. Nancy Chevers.

Mr. Bickford thinks that he resided in Newburgh, or some neighboring
town, for several years after he sold hisfar. Some of his grandchildren are of opinion that he also lived a short
time in some town in Mass., near Boston, before he went to Canada. From Canada he removed to Olean,
Cattaraugus County, N.Y ., probably about 1817, and in 1818, or the spring of 1819 went to Ohio, and settled on
afarm located between Hamilton and Oxford, in Butler County. He made the passage from Olean to Cincinnati,
Ohio, with hisfamily, on araft loaded with lumber, going 300 miles on the Alleghany River to Pittsburgh, Pa. and
then 480 on the Ohio to Cincinnati, the whole distance being nearly 800 miles, and the time occupied, six weeks.
Helived on thisfarm till 1823. Hiswife died there in Dec., 1822, of meades, contracted from the children, while
he was absent in lllincisin search of afarm for new residence. Nearly al the family were sick at the same time,
but all survived except the mother. She was buried in the burying-ground on the farm. She was an active woman
and an excellent manager. The next spring, in 1823, he removed his family to afarm near Peoria, Illinois which
he had selected the previous year. Heresided heretill the latter part of hislife when he went to live with his
daughter, Olive (Moffatt) Proctor, and her husband Abel Proctor, at Scales Mound, Illinois. He died there
February. 10,1850, at the age of 78 years. He was an upright and very industrious man.

Jonathan Piper, born December 30, 1788, in Parsonsfield, Me.; was afarmer, teacher, school committee,
selectman, land-surveyor, justice of the peace, county commissioner, and one of the surveyors appointed to
establish the boundary line between Maine and New Hampshire. He was in public business a large portion of his
time for more than twenty years. He had a good common school and academical education and in 1801 attended
Fryeburg Academy at Fryeburg, Me. for some time and was under the instruction of Daniel Webster who was
Principa of the institution at that time and subsequently became so distinguished as alawyer, orator and
statesman. In politics he was a Whig, and subsequently a Republican. He was several times a candidate for
representative to the State L egislature, and had the full vote of his party; but as there were about twice as many
Democrats in town as Whigs, he was not elected. No Whig was elected by the town as representative to the
Legidlature during his political career. He had ataste for music, could read it readily, and sung regularly in the
church choir for many years. On the tenor drum he was afirst-class player, and drum-major of his regiment. His
open beat and full roll and his imitation of a battle scene with the continuous and heavy roll of the drum and the
discharge of musketry in volleys and irregular shots, were very fine.

He married Mary Burbank usually called Polly, daughter of Capt. Silas and Hannah (Baird) Burbank. Capt.
Silas Burbank was born in Massachusetts and died Sept., 1814, at hisresidencein Parsonsfield, Me,, being in the
76th year of hisage. Hisfamily consisted of five sons and four daughters; Eleazer married Anna Brackett; Silas
married Sally Wedgwood; David married Miriam Dunnells; Samuel married Esther Boothby; Caleb unmarried;
Abigail married Silas Harmon; Betsey married Solomon Hodgdon; Hanna married Capt. Tristram Redman; and
Mary married Jonathan Piper, as above.

At the breaking out of the War of the Revolution, he raised a company of soldiersin Scarborough, Me.
where he then resided and being made captain marched to Boston, Mass., and joined the Continental Army. His
two young sons, Silas, then 17 years of age, and David 15, were the musicians, the former being the drummer, and
the latter the Fifer. He served thought the war, participating in some of the most important battles of that great
struggle. He was at one time captain of Washington's life-guard, and permitted to sit at the table with him and his
higher officers. One day at dinner, when Washington began to wait upon the table, he filled a plate, and handed it
to him first. He was surprised, blushed, hesitated, but finally took it. After he had recovered his self-possession
he began to think why Washington waited upon him first. He came to the conclusion that he looked eagerly at the
food on the table (it being aboiled dinner of which he was very fond, and he was also very hungry, having been
on duty the previous night, and had no breakfast) and that Washington observed it and his tender care for his
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soldiers, prompted him to wait upon him before his higher officers, who had their regular meals. He loved
Washinton as a father, and often tears would start in his eyes at the mention of his name.

She was afaithful mother of akind and cheerful disposition and of true Christian character and always
instilled into the minds of her children high moral and religious principles. She died suddenly of heart-disease in
Parsonsfield only three days after the death of her husband. He alwaysresided in Parsonsfield, first of the South
Road where al his children were born. The house was located on the south side of the road opposite the
residence of hisfather. It has been removed recently, but the place where it stood can be easily identified being
at the eastern base of the hill on which isthe new cemetery. He sold his farm on the South Road and removed to
the north part of the town, near Parsonsfield Seminary, on the farm previously owned by his brother-in-law, 1saac
Felch, which he purchased of himin 1836.

In person he was alittle below the medium size, decided in his opinions, and quick and accurate in all his
business transactions. He was of high integrity and gained the confidence and respect of those with whom he
associated.

HISTORY OF DUBLIN;

Mr. Piper removed with his father to Dublin and followed farming until the age of twenty-one. All his
opportunities for obtaining an education beyond those enjoyed at his home were afforded by the short common
schools of that day, and six weeks at New-Ipswich Academy; at the close of which term he received a certificate
from the preceptor, stating that he was "well qualified for teaching an English-grammar school," which he put
into practice the following winter. In June, 1810, he went to Boston. On his arrival he immediately engaged
himself as clerk to Mr. Benjamin Fessenden, a dealer in wood and other fuel on Sea Street. At the close of the
war 1812, he entered into partnership with his employer. Subsequently he purchased the stand, and at the decease
of Mr. Fessenden, succeeded to the whole business. He was a member of the Common Council of the city of
Boston, representative to the Massachusetts General Court, and for many years was president of the Freeman's
Bank.

HISTORY FROM NATHANIEL PIPER AND SOME OF HIS DESCENDANTS.

Solomon Piper moved from Temple to Dublin, N.H. with his parents and worked on the farm until he was of
age. Hismeager amount of country schooling was concluded by six weeks at the Academy at New Ipswich, N.H.

In June 1810 he went to Boston on foot in pursuit of employment, bearing with him a bundle which contained
wardrobe and all his possessions amounting in value to about one hundred dollars.

On hisarrival in Boston, he immediately engaged himself as a clerk to Benjamin Fessenden, a dealer in wood
and other fuel on Sea Street. Later, he entered into partnership with his employer and at Mr. Fessenden's death,
succeeded to the whole business.

He was a member of the Boston City Council, representative in the General Court, and for many years was
president of the Freeman's Bank of Boston.

HISTORY OF TEMPLE N.H.

Solomon was engaged in agricultural pursuits with his father, until the age of 21. He had, however,
meantime, attended the academy at New Ipswich six weeks, and taught awinter school. At the age of 21, he set
off for, and traveled on foot all the way to Boston, with hislittle effectsin a bundle under hisarm. Thiswas June,
1810. He commenced business as a clerk, for Mr. Benjamin Fessenden, wood wharfinger on Sea St. 1n 1815, he
became Mr. Fessenden's copartner, and finally succeeding to the whole business, has conducted it with addition,
upon the same spot, up to the present time (1859). Whatever successin business has attended Mr. Piper, has been
the result, under Providence of constant industry and careful attention, guided by practical good sense, with no
attempt to acquire sudden wealth by speculation. He has sustained various offices in the City Government, and
for several years was a Representative in the State Legislature. The town of Dublin, where he spent the large
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portion of his youthful day, has received, in many instances, proofs of hisregard. His readinessto afford
substantial aid in forwarding the religious and secular progress of the people residing there will long be gratefully
remembered.
